Yardleys School is therefore committed to the protection of all personal and sensitive data for which it
holds responsibility as the Data Controller and the handling of such data in line with the data protection
principles and the Data Protection Act (DPA)/GDPR.




Basic Principles:
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Be Ready — The school policy in this area meets the 2020 SRE statutory framework.

Be Respectful - Successful Sex & Relationship Education forms part of pastoral care at Yardleys and ensure the
development of a respectful whole child.

Be Responsible - Sex & Relationship Education is not just a topic for adolescence or for crisis intervention, it is a
developmental process essential for all students.

Aims and objectives of Sex & Relationship Education (SRE) at Yardleys:

The aim of SRE is to provide young people with age appropriate information and to explore attitudes and values surrounding

different types of relationships. With the aim of developing skills in order to empower them to make positive decisions about
their mental health, physical health and sexual health.

The objectives of Sex & Relationship Education are:
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To combat ignorance and to increase understanding

To reduce guilt and anxiety

To promote responsible and safe behaviour

To combat exploitation and to keep children safe

To provide the knowledge and information to which all pupils are entitled and facilitate communications on sexual
matters

To clarify/reinforce existing knowledge

To raise pupils’ self-esteem and confidence, especially in their relationships with others;

To help pupils understand their sexual feelings and behaviour, so they can lead fulfilling and enjoyable lives;

To help pupils’ develop skills (language, decision making, choice, assertiveness) and make the most of their abilities.

. To provide the confidence to be participating members of society and to value themselves and others;
. To help gain access to information and support and promote the ability to make informed decisions
. To develop and use communication skills and assertiveness skills to cope with the influences of their peers and the

media

. To be prepared for puberty and beyond.

The School believes that:
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We need to be sensitive to the different ways cultural and religious groups in the community view Sex & Relationship
Education

Wherever possible, Sex & Relationship Education should be taught in mixed groups

Children should be taught an appropriate vocabulary about sexual matters

STI's and other health issues should form an important part of our work

Staff should be aware of their legal position with regard to offering pupils advice and responding to questions raised by
pupils. Staff should be trained regularly and are aware of their responsibility to report any safeguarding concerns to the
DSL

Teaching about homosexuality in a secure climate can help dispel myths, clarify attitudes and value & support young
people who may be LGBT+

Individual Pupils learning needs should be taken in to account with reasonable adjustment being made where necessary



Sex & Relationship Education is taught through:

e  The Personal Development Curriculum

e RE

e A variety of curriculum areas such as English and Science
e  Pastoral activities — assemblies and form time

e  Outside agencies and specialists

It is also reinforced by a positive school ethos and modelled through healthy relationships between pupils and staff.

Sex & Relationship Education at Yardleys takes into account:

e Pupils’ needs

e Parental wishes

e Governors’ wishes

e Teachers’ expertise and confidence

e Knowledge of child development theories

e Current research, trends or information from other professional agencies e.g. social media, sexting, etc.
o Pupils perceptions, language and feelings

Parental Consultation:

* The school includes information on sex and relationship education on the VLE and full details are available on request.

* The school informs parents when aspects of the sex and relationship programme are taught through the VLE and will provide
opportunities for parents to view the resources being used if requested.

* We acknowledge the right of parents to withdraw their children from certain aspects of the schools Sex Education programme
in accordance with the law. This request must formally come from the child’s parent/guardian and be given to the headteacher.
Upon receiving the request the headteacher will arrange a meeting with the parent/guardian explaining the resources that were
to be used and the intent of the content to ensure parents/guardians are fully aware of the impact it may have withdrawing their
child. In accordance with the law, the child may only be removed for the learning objectives relating to sex education and will
remain for all aspects relating to relationships.

Full details regarding the Personal Development Curriculum and the law as it relates to Sex & Relationship Education are
available from the school.

Pupils rights to opt in:

* If a pupil has been removed from sex education at the request of their parent/guardian, the pupil has the right to opt back in
from September 2020.

* The pupil has the right to opt back in three terms before they turn 16 years old. The pupil must request to opt back in with
their HOY who will inform the headteacher. Parents/guardians do not have to be informed that their child has opted back into
the program, but it will be encouraged for the child to tell their parents/guardian the choice they have made.

Child Protection / Confidentiality:

* Teachers are aware that effective sex and relationship education, which brings an understanding of what is and is not
acceptable in a relationship, may lead to disclosure of a child protection issue.

* The staff member will inform the DSL in line with the Safeguarding procedures for child protection.

* A member of staff cannot promise confidentiality if concerns exist.
