- Carry out regular duties as required
- Be prepared to give up some of your free time to attend meetings at lunchtime and after school
- Work as part of a team 
- Abide by the Yardleys Charter and follow the 3R’s

- Helping with fundraising for charitable events
- Organising assemblies and small events based on key topics deemed important by the Prefect team

- Leading and organising pupil voice
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
